REGISTERING FOR USA DIVING AND USING DIVEMEETS.COM
Below are the processes for registering for USA Diving and for the Region meet (or any other meet) on divemeets.com.

Registering for USA Diving:  
1.  Go to www.usadiving.org
2.  Click “Membership” link

3.  Click “Join USA Diving”

4.  Select “Competitive Gold” membership ($75 to join, plus $2.95 internet processing fee – benefits include secondary accident insurance, right to compete in all USA Diving Sanctioned events for which you qualify, quarterly Inside USA Diving magazine, e-Newsletter, access to the usadiving.org Members Only section, and more)

5.  Select “Potomac Valley” as your Local Diving Association

6.  Select “Montgomery Dive Club” for the club with which you are associated

7.  Fill out the fields for Membership Information

8.  Read “Waiver and Release of Liability, and click “I Agree,” then submit the application

a.  There used to be a physical form to download, complete and return.  I did not see it on my run-through (earlier today) of the process, so I think no need, but if so, please do it (
9.  Complete Payment Information and click “Join.”
Using Divemeets.com:

1.  Go to www.divemeets.com
2.  Look at “First Time On DiveMeets” Box.  Click the long blue sentence.
3.  Follow the user-friendly steps to register (choose “Montgomery Dive Club” as your team, choose any of the three NTP coaches as your coach - Doug Beavers, Jeff Stabile, Bob Ketrick)
4.  Go to the “Pool Deck” –  find the meet you wish to register for here.  Click on that Meet (i.e., Region 3 Spring Championships)

5.  A page with the list of events for the meet should pop up.  You should see a drop-down menu that allows you to select the diver you are registering for the meet.
6.  Once you have selected the diver, a drug testing form, a waiver form, and a photo release form appear that you need to complete and a checkbox appears next to the events for which the diver is eligible to register (i.e., fits parameters such as Age and Gender).

a.  you must agree to all the stipulations of the forms


b. you can then check the events which you wish to enter 

1.  a new page asking you to populate the fields for dive numbers and position letters will appear – you cannot do this unless you already know what they mean, or until a coach has provided you with this information

7.  At that point, you should proceed to a payment page and complete your transaction.  Fees for events vary, but for the USA Diving Region/Zone/National Championships, the fee is $30 per event (plus processing)

That’s it for now, Hope this helps and alleviates some of the consternation that y’all be feelin’ :/
